Marking a decade of exciting competition
and community engagement, this year's tournament will take place on Saturday, November 16, from 8:00 AM
to 5:00 PM, at the Malden High School gymnasium.

Since its inception, the Thanksgiving Ping-Pong Tournament has been a vibrant platform for promoting social
and physical activity within the Asian American community and beyond.

The Competition Categories

2. Adult: 19+, rating < 1,700.

3. Student/Youth: maximum age 18, rating < 1,700.

4. Open Mixed: no age, gender or rating limit.

5. Recreational: no age or gender limit, rating < 1,200. *

Please Note: To ensure fairness in all categories, please use players’ legal names to register. The list of all play-
ers will be announced before the team leaders' meeting. Any players with ratings higher than the specified
ranges will be disqualified and will forfeit any victories in their proper competition category.

Registration and Prizes

The registration fee for the tournament is $150 per team (minimum of 3 and maximum of 4 people). This fee
includes an event T-shirt, lunch, a special 10th-anniversary souvenir, and prizes for the winning teams of each
category. The first, second, and third place teams will receive medals, along with gift cards of $100, $80, and
$50, respectively. The first-place winner of each category will also be awarded a team trophy.

The registration deadline is October 20, 2024, or when all spots are filled, whichever comes first. Registration
after October 20 will be $180 per team.

2024 10" CCC Thanksgiving Ping-Pong Tournament Rules (Teams)

Due to time limits, CCC reserves the right to change the rules of the tournament after consultation
with all teams!

Before each team-match, a team’s leader should choose three players and submit their order (1st, 2nd,
3rd, 4th, 5th) to the umpire in writing, without yet having seen the opposing team’s list.

. The first team to win 3 matches out of 5 is the overall winner. Doubles matches should allow each

player to play twice in the following match sequence:

Match 1: A-X; Match 2: B-Y; Match 3: C+B - Z+X; Match 4: A-Y; Match 5: C-Z.

In all stages (from group stage to final stage), each match is played best-2-o0f-3 games.

For each game, the first player to reach 11 points wins that game; however, a game must be won by at
least a two-point margin.

In each team-match, the winning team earns 2 tournament points, and the losing team earns 0 tourna-
ment points. If there are 3 teams in the same category that earn the same number of tournament
points, then the places (1st, 2nd, 3rd) of those 3 winning teams will be determined based on the ratio
of games won to games lost, and, if that ratio is a tie, then the ratio of points won to points lost for all
teams.

If a player serves without having already announced the score (and without an umpire having already
announced it), the receiver has the right to cancel that serve if s/he didn’t make an attempt to return
it.

Detailed Rules for Tied Scores

For a 2-team tie, the team that won the match between the two is ranked higher.

For a tie of more than two teams, the ratio of number of matches won to matches lost is calculated for
all tied teams. The team with the higher ratio is ranked higher.

In case the above ratio is the same, then the ratio of number of games won to games lost is calculated.
Again, the team with the better ratio is ranked higher.

In case the above ratio is the same, then the ratio of number of points won to points lost is calculated.
Again, the team with the better ratio is ranked higher.

If all of those ratios come out to be the same, a random coin toss decides who is ranked higher.
